Zephyr II   was designed by Ed Monk Sr. and built by the Tollycraft Corporation of Kelso Washington in 1970.  She is 40 ft long, with a beam of 14 ft. and draws 3 ft. of water.
 

Hull construction is unique for Tolly in that an inner and outer hull were fabricated with a foam like core between.  This construction method was called "Plycor" and is a very complex process that has held up well.  Take a look at the small sample to get a feel for the method.  

Zephyr II is hull No. 3 in the series and the first to receive twin diesels; two Detroit 6V53's  of 165 HP each, easily bringing the boat to plane.  She carries 400 gallons of fuel and 250 gallons of water.  A 4 KW Northern Lights genset provides ample power as cooking is done with gas.
 

The boat is owned by Dick and Sharren Stevenson and we have lived aboard at the Bremerton Yacht Club for more than 25 years though we have become snowbirds the last 5.  We are the third owners.  First owner was Cliff Swain of Swain's Mercantile in Port Angles and  second owner was John Kneedland of Potlatch Washington. 
 

The boat is a typical tri-cabin layout and is original with one exception.  In 1996 we had the aft stateroom reconfigured to provide a walk around queen bed (from twin beds) and enlarged the single aft access door to double doors to provide much better access to the aft deck.  This was a real improvement.

 

Zephyr, as we all know means a small breeze.  But Zephyr II  draws it's name from Dick's father's boat Zephyr making it the second in the series of the family name; hence Zephyr II.  R L Stevenson (Dick's Dad) was Commodore of Bremerton Yacht Club in 1947.

The original Zephyr was about 40 ft long, was an Ed Monk Sr. design and built in Bellingham, Washington in the late 1930's.  Data is a bit sketchy.  It was an interesting boat with some unique features.  It was powered by a single, V-12 Lincoln Zephyr gas engine with a single dry stack exhaust up through the main cabin, had a bath tub and at one time was used for commercial fishing by her original owner.  She was the pride of then Commodore Stevenson.

History, though sketchy has not been kind to Zephyr as she sunk once, was rebuilt at one time and though last sighted in 2000, has pretty well disappeared.
