D.  REGULATIONS SECTION "D" ---- CLUB PROPERTY LEASE

D.1.  The Bremerton Yacht Club building main hall, associated restrooms, entryway, and galley will be made available to Bremerton Yacht Club members, Skipperette Club members, a member’s immediate family when sponsored by the member, U.S. Power Squadron, U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary and other like organizations (at the organizational level) through special arrangements with the Rear Commodore.  The Club facilities may be leased for such special occasions as birthdays, weddings, anniversaries, etc., but shall not be leased for commercial or political gatherings.  The execution of a lease agreement with the payment of the lease fee and damage deposit is a prerequisite prior to use of the clubhouse hall facility.  All leases must have prior approval of the Executive Committee. (For charges see Regulations Paragraph F.7.)

D.2.  The Bremerton Yacht Club Park area will be made available to Club members, Skipperette Club members and visiting Yacht Clubs through prior arrangements with the Rear Commodore.

D.3.  Bremerton Yacht Club property, such as tables, chairs, galley equipment, etc. will be made available to Bremerton Yacht Club members Skipperette Club members only through special arrangements with the Rear Commodore.

D.  REGULATIONS SECTION "D" ---- CLUB PROPERTY LEASE

D.1.  The Bremerton Yacht Club building main hall, associated restrooms, entryway, and galley will be made available to Bremerton Yacht Club members, Skipperette Club members, and a member’s immediate family when sponsored by the member and with the sponsor being on site during the event, U.S. Power Squadron with a BYC sponsor on site, U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary with a BYC sponsor on site, and other boating related organizations (at the organizational level) with prior approval of the Executive Committee.  The Club facilities may be leased only for personal use of the member or immediate family such as birthdays, weddings, anniversaries, retirements, holidays, etc.  The execution of a lease agreement with the payment of the lease fee and damage deposit is a prerequisite prior to use of the clubhouse hall facility. The lease application must be specific as to the use, and who the sponsor in attendance will be.  All leases must have prior approval of the Executive Committee. (For charges see Regulations Paragraph F.7.)

D.2.  Reciprocal Yacht Clubs and other boating related organizations (at the organizational level) may LEASE the club facilities for cruise-in and organization events as approved by the Executive Committee. 

D.3.  The Bremerton Yacht Club Park area will be made available to Club members, Skipperette Club members, visiting Yacht Clubs, and other boating related organizations (at the organizational level) only as allowed above through prior arrangements with the Rear Commodore.

D.4.  Bremerton Yacht Club property, such as tables, chairs, galley equipment, etc. will be made available to Bremerton Yacht Club members and Skipperette Club members only through special arrangements with the Rear Commodore.  The member leasing the facilities will reimburse the club for items missing after a catered event.
