June 1, 2008 BYC Sail Regatta Activity Survey Results

1. I don't race any more and cruise with my family most of the time. 
2. I may be interested in some local area cruises, weather permitting.

3. I was thinking some sort of poker run would be fun.  I know sailboats don't move all that fast and it would take a long time to get to five destinations to make a poker hand.  I was thinking the poker run could take course over a few weeks or possibly the whole cruising season.  We could have different destinations, some near, some far.  So depending on how much time you have you could go get a card at a specific location.  Maybe an afternoon cruise to Silverdale, or a weekend cruise to Seattle.  Either way it gives you an excuse to get out on the boat.  

4.  A cruise in for BYC sailors (and any power boaters that wish to join us) so we can get to know "rag pickers and stick boaters" in our own club.  We could use Silverdale Dock (cost $10.00 a night for boats over 26') or some other close-at-hand destination.  

5.  I will favor any decisions.

6.  Not all of us sailors are necessarily racers, but we could still organize some activities to include powers/sailors together. 
7.  I think there needs to be more "unity" among the club members. 

8.  We must create more ways to encourage "sailors" to join in the traditional Club Cruises.

9.  Could we get some "Mini" races set up near Oro Bay, where we have "throttle Jocks" encouraged to Crew, with handicaps and "prizes" for Novice crews.

10. And how about using power boats as the Committee Boats, with lots of spectators on board (maybe modify the "Race Horse" concept to betting on the races) to get them involved?
11.  Follow up on Gunter's ideas to generate reports on products, vendors, and sailing races strictly for sail boats.

12.  See as much or more discussion during Business Meetings about Sailing issues as about Power issues. 
13.  Get together to see what our interests are and then take on a small project.

14.  Sponsoring a dinner meeting with a sailing speaker. 
15.  The Web site should not just be a means for one-way distribution of information but also be a communication forum. 
16.  Use the Web site to accommodate generally interesting exchanges between us sail boaters.
17.   Use the Web site to exchange RECOMMENDATIONS FOR SAILBOAT ORIENTED SUPPLIERS, REPAIR PEOPLE, BEST  DEALS, Rigging, Small Diesel engines, Fiberglass Repairs, Sail makers and Repair, Dodgers, Sailboat Hardware, and more  etc.

18.   Use the Web site stressing the positive experiences.

19.  I hope to emphasize daysailing, proficiency and a few good trips.
20.  Support of handicap sailing (Gunter knows about this, Check out Footloose)

21.  Assemble crews for those who do race on a regular basis

22.  Provide day sailing for both adults and teens taking the sailing class at BYC

23.  Do a couple of get away rendezvous, Perhaps a sail only weekend at Oro Bay

24.  Focus events in Spring and Fall, when wind is more likely.
25.  Take advantage of Dyes Inlet. It is close.

26.  Sponsor a race series for class boat fleets from elsewhere, perhaps for a benefit of some kind.
27.  Do something to encourage BYC sailboats to leave the dock more often.
28.  Share experiences and knowledge about sailing by some form of meetings.

29.  Invite speakers. I know some good ones. 
30.  Maybe hold a dinner meeting and raise a few dollars for the cause.

31.  A page on the BYC web site would be a good place to post our ideas and communicate with other BYC sailors. 32.  Sail to Poulsbo for the 3rd of July fireworks display.  We would welcome other sailors to join us in a BYC sailboat raft up. 

33.   Heading north to revisit the San Juans for a week or more departing 29 July and returning in a week or so. (We'll post our probable itinerary later in hopes we can meet up with other boats cruising about the same time.)  

34.  The possibility of open dinghy sailing during some summer evenings (Wednesdays perhaps) using the Lasers and set up a short course for a little round the buoys racing. 

35.  One respondent said, “I have a racing sailboat that is not well suited for much else; however, I am glad to take out people as crew who are interested in racing.

36.  Short cruises or "races" from one place to another where there could be a potluck would also be fun.

37.  Have informal races going to or from an event.  With very informal prizes, i.e., bottle of wine, gift basket, etc.

38.  It would be fun to raft up at events.

39.  Have a blindfold dinghy race at an event.

40.  Have a potluck at an event with beer and wine furnished :)
41.  Just let me know what I can do to help and I'll be there.

42.  A few racing series such as "Ides of March" and the "Calvert Cup" should be continued.

43.  Races on Dyes Inlet would be fun.

44.  For fun...perhaps a "Mystery Cruise" using certain clues to point our way to a final sailing destination...just a one-day cruise to find the destination point and then have a BBQ/potluck. This could also be an overnighter for some or entire weekend stayover for others.
