These seminars are sponsored by  US SAILING and Corinthian Yacht Club of Seattle.  They are designed for people with some experience with judging and/or some race committee experience as well as newcomers who wish to become certified as a US Sailing Judge and/or as a US Sailing Club Race Officer. The programs will be presented at the Corinthian Yacht Club of Seattle in Seattle, Washington, and will begin at 0800 and end at 1730.


�The topics to be covered in the Judge’s Seminar include: standards and practices, regatta operations, conduct of a protest hearing, redress and other procedures.  The principal instructor will be Joe James, US Sailing Senior Judge and Area HE Regional Administrative Judge.





The topics to be covered in the Race Management Seminar include: race committee objectives, competition formats, sailing instructions, race committee jobs, race committee equipment, race day preparations, setting the course, starts, during the race, finishing, post-race responsibilities, and scoring.  The principal instructor will be Leslie Keller, US Sailing Regional Race Officer and the US Sailing Area HE Race Officer. She will be assisted by Joy Siegel, US Sailing Regional Race Officer from San Francisco.





Participants in each seminar will need their own copy of the Racing Rules of Sailing (“RRS”).  Those in the Race Management Seminar will be given a copy of Join the Race Committee Team. People who register will be sent a set of study questions for each seminar to be used in preparation for the seminar and the test.





The Judge’s Certification Test will be given at the end of the Judge’s Seminar and is optional.  However, to be certified as a US Sailing Judge, you must attend a judge’s seminar and receive a passing score on the test within four years of your application to be a US Sailing Judge.





The Club Race Officer Certification Test will be given at the end of the Race Management Seminar and is optional. However, to be certified under US Sailing's race officer certification program, you must attend a complete basic seminar and pass the test. Additional information on the certification program is available at www.ussailing.org.





The fee for each seminar is $50 and includes the following: continental breakfast, lunch, refreshments, all seminar materials, , instruction, and administration of the test.  The schedule for each day’s  program is the following:
