YOUTH SAILING PARENT AND STUDENT INFORMATION

Thank you for participating in the Bremerton Yacht Club Youth Sailing Program.

Here a few reminders that you may find helpful.  
Classes run Monday through Friday.  
Classes begin at 9 AM and run through 3:30 PM with a one hour break for lunch.

Students must have a Coast Guard approved PFD (life jacket).  

Students should bring a lunch each day.  
Sun glasses and sun screen and a water bottle are needed.   

A change of clothes and a towel, especially for the first day are needed.  

Staff and students are required to wear life jackets when ever they are on the Yacht Club floats or in the boats.   Most of the students wear bathing suits and T-shirts for the classes.  A change of clothes is necessary for the capsizing drill on the first day, and it would be also be useful later, if the student accidentally capsizes while sailing.  The Yacht Club has showers and rest rooms near the Youth Sailing Classroom, which is located in the basement at the bottom of the stairs from the open door in the NW corner of the building.

While the course is a mixture of lecture, book learning and practical experience, most of the time is spent on the water or in related boat drills.  There are quizzes from time to time, though the best indicator of progress is how well the boats are handled.

The boats are DeWitt dinghies and Laser sailboats.  There are several pictures available at http://www.bremertonyachtclub.org/.  These boats are light weight and durable with a single mast and sail.  Each student has a boat to themselves and is expected to rig it properly and maintain it in a neat and clean state during the course.
